PLEASE READ THROUGH ALL INFORMATION THROUGHLY AND CAREFULLY
Team Requirements

· Players are not allowed to play for another year group other than their own unless it has been specified that the year groups are combined.
· All players must be of a reasonable ability level to compete

· A squad will comprise of a maximum of 16 players. 
· All players must be male

· Teams consist of 11 players on the pitch at one time including the Goalkeeper.

· Each team must bring a set of bibs in case of a colour clash.
· Each team must bring a size 5 football with them to all fixtures.
· Teams must bring a first aid kit and have a member of staff present who is capable of carrying out first aid if necessary. 
· We would like schools to bring a minimum of two adults to each fixture, but schools may follow their individual school guidelines on this.

Format

· Three points will be awarded for a win, 1 point for a draw.
· All games will be 2 halves of 25 minutes and an 8 minute half time break.

· Fixtures will not be replayed so they must be settled on the day e.g. win, lose, draw, shared points due to a neutral cancellation or a win by default.

Rules

· Players must wear astro turf boots or trainers.  Studs, blades and moulds are not permitted by the venue and all footwear will be checked upon entry.
· All players must be wearing shinpads and long socks pulled over the shinpads or tracksuit bottoms.

· No jewellery and chewing gum is allowed on the playing field.

· Goalkeepers must wear goalkeeper gloves.

· All games will be played with a size 5 football
· When the ball goes out of play balls will be thrown in to restart the game.

· Kick on corners will be in operation.

· Roll on roll off subs are in operation but teams must notifying the referee before sending on a player.

· After a goal is scored there will be a restart with a centre kick by the team who conceded the goal.

· Free kicks must be taken where the offence was committed the referee will indicate if it is an indirect or direct freekick.


· The goalkeeper may leave the goal area however a freekick will be awarded against the keeper if he handles the ball outside this area.

· When taking a goal kick the ball must be sitting still on the field if the ball has not left play the goalkeeper can distribute the ball into play using a kicking or throwing technique. 
· Slide tackles are permitted

· Foul or abusive language will be penalised by the referee at their discretion.
In case of a major incidents

· First incident – Both schools to investigate incident.  School responsible to have their team (from that year group) pulled from league
· Second incident – Both schools to investigate incident.  School found to be responsible to have whole school pulled from league
These guidelines have been set out by the Heads of Department from each school.  These are NOT definitive and each situation will be judged individually.
