Commissioners duties

1) From appointments by the Technical Secretary, before the weekend confirm match Officials. On the day allocate Officials to matches.  Brief the referees on the Playing Rules.

2) On the day co-ordinate with the venue managers for set-up of the courts: i.e. tables, chairs/benches and table equipment for matches.  With referees check for safety and security
3) Before the match ensure the coaches are advised of the playing rules.  Collect the team list and £8 match fees from the teams before the match begins.

4) Ensure all necessary table equipment is available and oversee the operation of the table officials for the matches.  Ensure score sheets are completed, e.g. match number, winning team.

5) Ensure all players and spectators behave in an orderly manner.

6) Maintain the cash float for paying officials, providing written receipts for team fees if requested (no copies required for us, details included on commissioners report).

7) Pay the match officials as follows:

Table officials – (max 2 officials per match)


Fee per match - trainee £5, qualified/licensed £7
Apprentice referee (Umpire)     £10  per match

Referees 
1 match   -  £17, 2 matches -  £30, 3 matches -  £43,   4 matches -  £55, 5 matches -  £65
Commissioner  -  £5  per match – e.g. full day (5 matches) £25

8) Ensure all League participants have left the venue before leaving at the end of the day.

8) Forward scores sheets for the women’s matches to Phil and for the men’s matches to Leroy

9) Provide the Treasurer with a report of the cash flow for the day and hand-over the cash float and table equipment as appropriate to the next commissioner.
