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PRIMARY 6 ASIDE FOOTBALL 
LEAGUE RULES 2011/12
PLEASE READ THROUGH ALL INFORMATION THROUGHLY AND CAREFULLY
Team Requirements

· All players must be in Year 5 or 6 only
· All players must be of a reasonable ability level to compete

· A squad will comprise of a maximum of 9 players. 
· A squad must have a minimum of 5 boys or  5 girls
· Teams consist of 6 players on the pitch at one time including the goalkeeper (at least 3 boys and 3 girls must be on the pitch at all times).

· Each team must bring a set of bibs in case of a colour clash.
· Each team must bring a size 4 football with them to all fixtures.
· Teams must bring a first aid kit and have a member of staff present who is capable of carrying out first aid if necessary. 
· We recommend that each school brings two responsible adults to each fixture, however we are happy for schools to use their own guidelines on supervision.
· Results must be emailed to Kim Longbon within 24 hours of the fixture being played.
Format

· Five points will be awarded for a win, three points for a draw and one point for a lost.

· Games will be 2 halves of 15 minutes and an 8 minute half time break

· Fixtures will not be replayed so they must be settled on the day e.g. win, lose, draw, shared points due to a neutral cancellation or a win by default.

Rules

· Players must wear astro turf boots or trainers (studs, blades and moulds are not permitted).

· All players must be wearing shinpads and long socks pulled over the shinpads or tracksuit bottoms.

· No jewellery and chewing gum is allowed on the playing field.

· Goalkeepers must wear goalkeeper gloves.

· All games will be played with a size 4 football
· When the ball goes out of play balls will be kicked in to restart the game.

· Kick on corners will be in operation.

· Players are allowed to go in and shoot in the goal area.
· Roll on roll off subs are in operation but teams must notifying the referee before sending on a player.

· After a goal is scored there will be a restart with a centre kick by the team who conceded the goal.

· All freekicks are direct.


· The goalkeeper may leave the goal area however a freekick will be awarded against the keeper if he handles the ball outside this area.

· Goalkeepers must distribute the ball in to play by using a throwing technique at all times. 
· Foul or abusive language will be penalised by the referee at their discretion.
· There will be no offside rule in place.
