PLEASE READ THROUGH ALL INFORMATION THROUGHLY AND CAREFULLY
Team Requirements

· Players are not allowed to play for another year group other than their own unless it has been specified that the year groups are combined.
· All players must be of a reasonable ability level to compete

· A squad will comprise of a maximum of 15 players. 
· All players must be male

· Teams consist of 5 players on the court at one time.

· Each team must bring a set of bibs in case of a colour clash.
· Each team must bring a size 6 basketball with them to all fixtures.
· Schools must assist with the scoring
· Teams should bring a first aid kit and have a member of staff present who is capable of carrying out first aid if necessary. 
· We would like schools to bring a minimum of two adults to each fixture, but schools may follow their individual school guidelines on this.

Format

· Three points will be awarded for a win, 1 point for a draw.
· For U14 games will be 2 halves of 20 minutes and an 8 minute half time break. U16 games will be 2 halves of 25 minutes and an 8 minute half time break. (Running clock).
· Scoring- Outside free throw line = 3 points, Inside free throw line = 2 points, 

      free throw = 1 point.

· Fixtures will not be replayed so they must be settled on the day e.g. win, lose, draw, shared points due to a neutral cancellation or a win by default.

· Games will start promptly to avoid over running

Rules

The matches will be played to the normal rules of basketball, visit the website listed to view these rules.

WSU modifications are listed below:

· Players must wear trainers or basketball boots only (shoes are not permitted).

· All players must wear suitable clothing
· No jewellery and chewing gum is allowed on the court.

· All games will be played with a size 6 basketball
· No slam dunks
· One time-out per team, per half
· Eight team fouls per half

· Four player personal foul per game

· Roll on roll off subs are in operation but teams must notifying the referee before sending on a player.

· After a basket has been scored there will be a restart from the back line by the team who conceded the basket.

· Foul or abusive language will be penalised by the referee at their discretion.
